· In all hill climb races the riders who came in the top twenty in the cross country will start at the front.

· This is a NZ Secondary Schools Championship therefore it is preferable that competitors wear race clothing that identifies with their school.

· To be eligible for the overall champion title in their age group, students must enter all three events
